A Bradford nurse is backing a call from
a medical charity for a patient register
of people who have the inflammatory
bowel diseases Colitis and Crohn’s.

The Step Up and Be Counted cam-
paign has been launched by The
National Association for Colitis and
Crohn’s Disease (NACC) which is seek-
ing widespread support for a national
patient register.

The aim of the IBD register will be to
ensure quality of care for all patients,

gather data for research into a cure and
identify patients who are not in a fol-
low-up system.

It is thought that 240,000 people in the
UK have the life-long conditions,
Ulcerative Colitis or Crohn’s Disease,
known jointly as inflammatory bowel
disease (IBD).

Laura Bruce, 27, who lives in
Queensbury with her husband, James,
is supporting the campaign as, from
the age of 13, she frequently visited her
GP with stomach complaints, but they
were put down to stress.

It was not until she collapsed with
abdominal pain at the age of 18 that she
was diagnosed with Crohn’s disease.

She has undergone operations and
every eight weeks has the IV drug
treatment infliximab. The symptoms of
the disease, such as fatigue and excru-
ciating pain, mean it took her more
than five years to complete her nurse
training, instead of three, but she is

now a registered mental health nurse.
She said: “Because I am a fighter I try
and live my life like a normal person
but if I am getting run down I do have
to reduce my hours at work and unfor-
tunately I do end up being off sick.

“It can be isolating because you are
scared of going out and having an acci-
dent, which is very embarrassing. I
don’t think it is recognised just how
much it affects people’s lives – that is
why I am backing this campaign.”
